Introduction 

 
 

 

In line with international recommendations, which states the importance of 

changing the base year whenever diverged from the comparison year to be 

more accurate and representative of the current economic reality, and enable 

decision-makers in the public and private sectors, to decide the appropriate 

economic and financial policies. The Directorate of National Accounts in 

Central of informatics and communication had been change the base year 

from 2001 to 2010, That is because it's less distortion and volatile in price than in 

previous years. Also we conduct a comprehensive review of data base for the 

years from 1980 until 2011, guided by systems of National Accounts 93 and 2008. 

 

As a first step towards the implementation of the United Nations system of 

national accounts 2008. The financial intermediation services measured 

indirectly had allocated to the benefiting activities and sectors, in line with the 

recommendations of the new system. Those actions have led to change GDP 

figures at constant and current prices. 
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Methodology, Sources of Data 

 

Current price estimates of GDP are compiled using combination of benchmark 

survey data, regular sample survey data and administrative records, 

Government data, trade statistics, studies such cost of production of agricultural 

products  and enterprises financial statements (profit and loss accounts and 

balance sheet)  as following: 

 

 In the case of agriculture, data are collected for detailed agricultural crops 

products for both crops and livestock Annual production survey is conducted 

by the Department of agriculture, results of the studies on cost of agricultural 

crops and farming of animals. 

 

 Monthly survey of fishing activities conducted by the Department of fishing, 

results of the studies on cost of fishing. 

 

 Annual economic survey  conducted by national account section (including 

industries, construction, transportation and communication, private 

education, private health , hotels and restaurants, business and personal 

services), data are collected on revenues or sales, intermediate costs of 

goods and services, inventory change, numbers employed, compensation of 

employees, and acquisitions and disposals of capital assets by type of  

financial assets by type The survey  covering around 2500-3000 

enterprises via mail, e mail. The survey covers 100% of enterprises engaged in 

banking, insurance, finance, oil-related activities. Large enterprises engaged 

in other economic activities are also covered such manufacturing of 

chemicals, aluminum and steel products. Large enterprises are defined if the 

total output is around 80% of the total output of the activity, Medium and 



 

 

small establishments are covered on a sample basis. Sample frames are 

constructed from Establishments census and the latest census was in 2001, 

The sample frame is continuously updated using information on the 

registration of companies from administrative sources. the selection of  

sample based  on  simple random sample techniques.  

 

 Government sector accounts are compiled using annual data on 

government provided by the Ministry of Finance. 

 

 Other administrative data, such as number of doctors, clinics, teachers, 

quantities of imported commodities. 

 

 Data also are collected from financial statements of public enterprises. 

 

 Data related to gross capital formation by activity are obtained from 

enterprises, and from government. 

 

 Imports and exports data are obtained from the Central Informatics 

Organization (CIO), and the balance of payments data from the 

Bahrain central Banks. 

 

 Measurement of household final consumption is estimated base on 

latest Household budget surveys (2006), and modify using CPI and 

population growth. 

 

 There are no suitable sources for the measurement of change in stock; 

hence the estimate is derived residually. 
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Terms and Definition 

 

 

Output (Production) 

It is the value of the final products of goods and services produced by a certain 

establishment which is used by other units for self-consumed or for the purposes 

of self-gross fixed capital formation. Production includes two categories: Final 

products and the so called (under operating products).Production can be 

classified as follows: Market outputs, Outputs of private account and other non-

market outputs. 

 

Intermediate Consumption 

It is the value of the goods and services consumed as inputs, used up or 

transformed during the production process. It is measured during a specific 

period in time in a way similar to measuring production. Intermediate 

consumption is estimated by purchase price, which is defined as the producers’ 

price plus transportation and wholesale and retail trade margins. The value of 

the gross intermediate consumption on the level of the total economy is the 

same whether calculated by purchase or producers’ price. However, on the 

detailed level, the two evaluations vary. 

 

Value Added 

Value added is a central concept of production and refers to the generated 

value of any unit that carries out any productive activity. Gross value added is 

defined as the value of gross production less the value of intermediate 

consumption 

 

 

 



 

 

producers’ price 

The producer’s price is the amount receivable by the producer from the 

purchaser for a unit of a good or service produced as output minus any VAT, or 

similar deductible tax, invoiced to the purchaser. It excludes any transport 

charges invoiced separately by the producer. 

 

Purchaser’s Price 

The purchaser’s price is the amount paid by the purchaser, excluding any 

deductible VAT or similar deductible tax, in order to take delivery of a unit of a 

good or service at the time and place required by the purchaser; the 

purchaser’s price of a good includes any transport charges paid separately by 

the purchaser to take delivery at the required time and place. 

 

GDP purchaser’s at price 

The sum of the gross values added of all resident producers at producers’ prices, 

plus taxes less subsidies on imports during accounting period. It is also equal to 

total final expenditure at purchasers’ prices (government final expenditure, 

private final expenditure, fixed capital formation, exports of goods & services, 

less the f.o.b. value of imports of goods & services). Income- based gross 

domestic product is compensation of employees, plus consumption of fixed 

capital, plus gross operating surplus plus taxes less subsidies on production and 

imports.  

 

Gross National Income (GNI) 

Equal to GDP less net taxes on production and imports, less compensation of 

employees less property income payable to the rest of the world plus the 

corresponding items receivable from the rest of the world(in other words, GDP 

less primary incomes payable to non-resident units plus primary incomes 

receivable from non- resident units). 



 

 

Gross Disposable Income 

Gross disposable income is the available income of residents, which can be 

spent on consumption of goods and services (locally produced or imported 

goods and services) or for savings. Gross disposable income can be measured 

by adding the following components: GNI, current payable taxes on income 

and wealth and others payable to residents, residents social security 

contributions and revenues, net insurance premiums and claims other than life 

insurance payable to residents, local different transactions, current transactions 

of non-residents (which can take any of the aforementioned forms) Less The 

same articles above on payments side. Gross disposable income can also be 

measured in a simplified way by adding the net current transfers to GNI. 

 

Compensation of Employees 

Compensation of employees is the total remuneration, in cash or in kind, 

including social security contributions, payable by an enterprise to an employee 

in return for work done by the latter 

 

Consumption of Fixed Capital 

Represents the reduction in the value of the fixed assets used in production 

during the accounting period resulting from physical deterioration, normal 

obsolescence or normal accidental damage. 

 

Operating Surplus 

The operating surplus measures the surplus or deficit accruing from production 

before taking in to account of any interest, rent or similar charges payable on 

financial or tangible non-produced assets borrowed or rented by the enterprise, 

or any interest , rent or similar receipts receivable on financial or tangible non- 

produced assets owned by the enterprise. 

 



 

 

Subsidies on Product 

Subsidies on product are current unrequited payments that government units 

make to local producers or importers. They consist of subsidies on products 

made to each unit of produced goods or services and other subsidies on 

product made by the government to resident producers as a result of carrying 

out the production process. 

 

Custom Duties on Imports 

Those are taxes on goods and services that become payable at the moment 

when the goods cross the national or customs frontiers of the economic territory. 

Other imports taxes (excluding VAT) include sales tax, Excise (imposed on 

certain goods like tobacco and fuel) and other taxes that can be imposed on 

services…etc. 

 

Government Final Consumption  

Government Final Consumption expenditure consists of expenditure, including 

imputed expenditure, incurred by general government on both individual 

consumption goods and services and Collective consumption services. 

 

Household Final Consumption  

Household Final Consumption expenditure consists of Expenditure, including 

imputed expenditure, incurred by resident households on individual 

consumption goods and services. 

 

Gross fixed capital formation 

Gross fixed capital formation measures the total value of a producer’s 

acquisition, less disposals, of fixed assets during the accounting period plus 

certain additions to the value of non- produced assets (such as subsoil assets or 



 

 

major improvements in the quantity, quality or productivity of land) realised by 

the productive activity of institutional units. 

 

Change in Inventory 

It is the value of the goods entering the inventory less the value of the goods 

leaving the inventory. Goods must be valued at current prices i.e. their prices at 

the time they enter or leave the inventory in order to avoid calculating unreal 

earnings of ownership. Change in the inventory also includes “under operating 

products”. 

 

Export of Goods and Services  

Includes the transfer of ownership of goods from the residents of the country to 

those residing in other countries and also the transfer of services provided by 

resident producers to the residents in other countries. 

 

Imports of Goods and Services

Includes the transfer of ownership of goods from those residing abroad to those 

residing inside the country and also the transfer of the services provided by the 

producers residing abroad to those residing inside the country. 

 

Deflating 

It is the process of changing all data at current prices to constant prices by choosing 

the suitable indices by which the effect of prices on the data will be isolated, and this 

could be done by choosing suitable base year. 

 

Government Sector 

It is a legal entity established by political processes which have legislative, 

judicial or executive authority over other institutional units within given area.

 

 



 

 

Household sector 

A household is defined as a group of persons who share the same living 

accommodation, who pool some, or all, of their income and wealth and who 

consume certain types of goods and services collectively, mainly housing and 

food. Households are mainly   consumers, but they may also be producers. All 

economic activity taking place within the production boundary and not 

performed by an entity maintaining a complete set of accounts is considered to 

be undertaken in the household. 

 

Non-financial Corporation Sector 

This sector includes all other non-financial institutional units, which are principally 

engaged in the production of goods and services.  

 

Financial Corporation Sector 

This sector consists of all resident corporations or quasi-corporations principally 

engaged in financial intermediations or in auxiliary financial activities which 

closely related to financial intermediations such as banks and exchangers 

whom have separate financial records for their activities.
