In accordance with the National Strategy for the Development of Statistics (NSDS)
and due to the importance of labor market statistics in the socioeconomic planning
process, the Ministry of Development Planning and Statistics carried out the Labor
force Sample Survey (LFSS), 2012, to outline the size and structure of the labor
force in Qatar. The survey provided basic data to assess the relation between labor
market requirements in Qatar and demographic and socioeconomic characteristics
of the population such as education, occupation and economic activity. It goes
without saying that, relying on these data, is a must for the design and evaluation of
the government policies and development programs such as socioeconomic plan-
ning and human resources support programs.

The survey was implemented according to guidelines of the International Labor
Organization (ILO) and within the relevant modified international classifications such
as International Standard Industrial Classification (ISIC 4), International Standard
Occupations Classification (ISCO 88) and International Standard Classification
of Education (ISCED 1997). It was based on a sample designed scientifically to
help those interested in calculating reliable estimates of the relevant parameters.
Accordingly, conclusions regarding key findings were supported by preview of
specific information, estimation procedure and minimization of standard errors.

The Ministry of Development Planning and Statistics is pleased to publish the results
of this survey and hopes it would achieve its goals and benefit planners, researchers
and other concerned entities.

By the same, It extends appreciation to all sampled households for their positive
response and cooperation that made this task a success. Appreciation is also
overextended to all those who worked on this survey, whether from inside or
outside the Ministry of Development Planning and Statistics.

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Executive summary

This report reviews the characteristics of labor force as revealed by the “Labor Force Sample Survey (LFSS),
2012” performed all over Qatar. The survey covers Qatari and non-Qatari households as well as collective
households through a probability sample of 6,895 households with 37,629 members nationwide. The reference
period is April, 2012.

The mentioned survey complements Labor Force Sample Surveys of 2006, 2007, 2008, 2009, 2011 and aims
to update relevant data.

The main indicators mentioned in the report highlight the benefits of coordinating economic and social
achievements that developed the livelihood and occupational situations. All demographic indicators, either
for national or non-national labor force, including all, sex and age groups, have shown constant increase in
participation rates and remarkable decrease in unemployment rates. Combining these two phenomena resulted
in a net increase in the percentage of population at working age employment’s (employment/population ratio).
Following are the main points of the Labor Force Survey, 2012:

1- Reduction of social and economic dependency ratios.

2- An annual increase of 10% for Qatari labor force compared with the previous year.

3- Al Khor and Al Dha’ain municipalities recorded the highest economic participation rates.

4- Increase of Qatari labor annual growth rate in the private sector.

5- Differences in monthly average wages between males and females.

6- Females spend longer hours at work than males.

7- Half of Qatari labor is employed in high, technical and administrative posts.

8- About half of labor force was observed in the economic activity “construction and trade”.

9- More employment opportunities are available in the private sector and Qataris prefer working in
the public sector.

10- Reduction of unemployment rate in Qatar.

11- Reduction of unemployment rate among Qataris.

12- Half of unemployed Qataris willing to work in private sector.

13- More than 75% of unemployed Qataris haven’t been offered an employment opportunity in the

private sector.

Economically active population (EAP): People in the working age including employed and unemployed
Employed: All persons 15 years or older who, during the week prior to survey week,

a) performed a work against a wage or salary, or profit or family gain, whether in cash or in kind, or
b) were temporarily not at work but had a formal attachment to their job.

Paid employment: Persons with a job, either at work or not during the survey, who perform work for wage
or salary, in cash or in kind.

Self-employment: Persons who own, run or implement a project for an amount of money that could be
specified or unspecified, but not periodic, regular or fixed, and who might be at work or temporarily not
at work. They are, also, persons who perform work against a profit or family gain, in cash or in kind, in a
business or a farm, or as contractors to provide services or implement other projects.

Unemployed: All persons 15 years and more who, during the week prior to the survey week, were without
work but looking actively for work and are currently available for it. A distinction is made between two
types of unemployed:

a) Unemployed seeking work for the first time: Persons who have never worked before and,
during the week prior to the survey week, were actively seeking work. These persons are also
called “new entrants”.

b) Unemployed but previously worked: Persons with previous work experience who, during
the week prior to the survey, were without work and actively seeking work.

Labor force participation rate: ratio of economically active population (labor force) to working-age
population.

Youth Labor force participation rate : Number of employed persons aged 15 to 24 years as a ratio
of population in the same age group.

Unemployment rate: Ratio of unemployed persons to the labor force population.

Employment rate: Ratio of employed to the labor force population.

Dependency ratio: Percentage of economically inactive persons (below 15 and above 65 years) to all
individuals in the working age. Usually it is expressed in percent as follows:

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The report reviews the main characteristics of labor force in Qatar as framed by the 2011-2016 views of the
National Development Strategy. Through labor market indicators, it shows the employment and occupational
situations of manpower according to economic activities, monthly-wages average and weekly working-hours.
The report records employment rate, characteristics of unemployed in the country according to age,
educational level, period spent for searching for job, reasons of unemployment and of reluctance to work in
the private sector as well as interest in occupying senior management posts in the public sector. Moreover, the
report reviews some characteristics of economically inactive population and relevant impact on the socioeco-
nomic situation. The report takes into consideration the social developments and geographic distributions, and
provides also a framework for planners and decision makers to help develop human resources capabilities and
monitor economic developments in Qatar.



Reduction of social and economic dependency ratios
Population in working age (either economically active
or inactive) increased 6% on an annual basis to reach
about 1.6 million with 1.2 milion males and 329
thousand females. The number of Qataris in the
working age reached 166 thousand individuals while
that of Non-Qatari was 1.4 million individuals. Statistics
showedthat social dependencyratio droppedto 18% (i.e.
every 10 employees had to support 2 individuals of the
society), while economic dependency ratio reached 34%.

More than 1.3 million employed in Qatar

Labor force in Qatar increased 5% on annual basis to
reach 1.3 million economically
active persons, most of whom FGUEIELERTIEIET
were males and out of which I ELRUE
172 thousand only were fe- PRLECIEI RN EIEIEE
males. The survey estimated
that Qatari labor force grew by 10% annually to reach
85 thousand while Non-Qatari labor force grew by 5%
annually. This indicates that compared to the previous
year, the annual growth rate for Qatari labor was double
than that of Non-Qatari. Non-Qatari labor represented
94% of total labor force in 2012. Given that, there were
for every economically active Qatari, 15 economically
active Non-Qataris in average and for every female
Qatari in the working age, there were 5 females
Non-Qataris. Labor force in the age group (20-44 years)
represented 81% of the total labor force.

Annual indicators showed also that female labor force
percentage increased in recent years from 10% in 2009
to 18% in 2012. As for municipalities, the labor force
concentrated in Al Rayyan and Doha municipalities with
a percentage of 71%.
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Relative distribution of employees according
to educational status, 2012
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Most Non-Qatari employees did not attain an
educational level higher than secondary school

64% of Non-Qatari labor had an educational level “less
than secondary” school, while almost half of the Qatari
labor force had an educational level “more than sec-
ondary” school. The percentage of Qatari females with
higher than secondary school education amounted to
67% of Qatari labor force, while Non-Qatari females
with less than secondary school education represented
more than half of Non-Qatari labor force in 2012.

Increase of economic participation rates

Total economic participation rate recorded 86% with
96% for males and 52% for females. The figures meant
that, there were in average 9 persons who participated
in labor force out of every 10 persons in the working
age.

Economic participation rate for total Qatari labor force
reached 51% with 68% for males and 35% for females.
Meanwhile, economic participation rate for total Non-
Qatari labor force recorded 90.7% with 98% for males
and 58% for females in 2012.

The highest participation rates were recorded in
the age group (25-34 years) with 93%, while youth
(15-24 vyears) participation rate was 68% in 2012.
The economic participation rate for Qatari females
peaked in the age group (25-34 years), then gradually
dropped till leaving the labor market, while, that trend
appeared only in the age group (35-44 years) for Qatari
males.




Based on age group, the economic participation rates
for Non-Qatari labor force were high for both sexes, and
Non-Qatari males leaving the labor market appeared
only after the age group (55-64 years). This trend didn’t
crystallize elsewhere than in the age group (65 years
and above). It's worth mentioning that the participation
rate for economically active population in the age group

Statistics of 2012 showed that more than 60% of those
employed worked in “craft, and related trades as well
as in elementary trades.” Moreover, 69% of labor force
were “unskilled or with limited skill”®, and more than
half of Non-Qatari labor force had “limited skill”. Qatari
labor force employed in “high, technical and admin-
istrative” posts increased 7% from the previous year,
while Non-Qataris working in these jobs didn’t exceed
16%. There were 47% of Qatari males and 72% of Qatari
females in senior positions ©.

Data of labor force survey show that the numbers of
those employed in the occupation of “clerks” and “craft
and related trades” were steady while only modest
increase appeared in the numbers of those in “plant
and machines operators and assemblers”, “elementary
occupations” and “professionals”, which reached 129
thousand in 2012.

As for combined data by activities, the number of
employees in “public administration” increased gradually
from 53 thousand employees in 2007 to 82 thousand
in 2012. This increase conflicted with the steadiness
of trends between 2011 and 2012. The “construction”
activity was nearly steady in the mentioned two years
but unlike the aforementioned activity, relevant numbers
dropped between 2009 and 2011 after a sharp increase
between 2007 and 2009.




Education level of Qatari labor force was higher than
secondary school

Two thirds of Non-Qataris working in private sector had
an education level of “less than secondary school”. In
opposite, most of Qatari males (72%) working in the
government sector had “secondary education or higher”.

More than 75% of Non-Qataris working in “craft and
related trades” had less than “secondary education”.

73% of Qatari labor workers were in the “public
administration” and had secondary education or higher.
Meanwhile, 75% of Non-Qataris working in the field of

an education level below secondary.

99.6% of Qatari labor have attained an education level
higher than “secondary school”.

Moreover, 67% of female Qataris working in the
government sector had an educational level higher than

Monthly-average wages for females were lower than

The average monthly wages for paid employees was
almost 9,000 Qatari Riyals. The monthly average wages
for males was QR 9,000, while it did not exceed QR
7,000 for females in 2012. The sex-equality indicator
was 81.9, meaning that females wages were one-fifth
lower than that of males.

As for occupations; “legislators, senior officials and
managers” recorded the highest average wages with
QR 28,000 per month and were followed by “profes-
sionals” with QR 21,000 per month in average. The low-
est average was paid for the occupation of “machine
operators and assemblers” with QR 3,000 monthly.

As for economic activities, the highest monthly-wages
average was recorded in “public administration and
defense” with QR 23,000 per month, in average. “Fi-
nance” activity followed with a monthly-wage average
of QR 19,000, while the “domestic activities” recorded
the lowest average with QR 2,000 per month.

As for sectors, paid employees in “government depart-
ment” sector got the highest monthly-wage rates with
QR 22,000 per month in average. The “government
company” sector followed with monthly wage of QR
21,000 in average while the domestic sector recorded
the lowest monthly-wage rates with QR 2,000.

The overall unemployment rate for Qataris was 3%, with
1.3% for Qatari males and 6.4% for Qatari females.

The overall unemployment rate for Non-Qataris was
0.3% with 0.1% for Non-Qatari males and 2.1% for
Non-Qatari females.

For the age group (15-19 years) the unemployment rate
was the highest with 3.3%. The overall unemployment
rate for youth (15-24 years) was 1.7% with 0.7% for
males and 5.4% for females.

The survey results indicated that 69.5% of unemployed
Qataris had applied for a job through the Manpower
Planning Department, or Labor Department or a fol-
low-up bureau where they registered previously. Also,
55% of unemployed Non-Qataris had applied for a job
through employers or specialized offices. Moreover,
about half of unemployed Qataris have expressed will-
ing to work in the private sector.

As for the unemployment reasons reported by those
looking for work, there were 70% who mentioned
causes like; “lack of job opportunities”, “lack of suitable
qualification” and “other reasons”.

Amongst the reasons for not seeking work by unem-
ployed persons, 64% mentioned “despair of finding a

job opportunity”, “other reasons” and “lack of adequate
scientific qualification”

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Statistics of the year 2012 showed that 39.5% of the
unemployed persons held university diploma or higher,
while 32.7% have had a secondary school certificate,
15.8% a preparatory school certificate, 9.9% an el-
ementary school certificate and 2.1% a diploma.

As for the unemployment period by months for those
seeking work, it was less than 6 months for most of
unemployed females and 7-12 months for most of
unemployed males.

As for training the unemployed persons, statistics
showed that 52.8% of unemployed Qataris with sec-
ondary school certificate had joined a training program
while 95.8% of unemployed Qataris with less than
secondary school certificate had attended training pro-
grams in English language and computer skills.

The statistics attributed the lack of interest of unem-
ployed Qataris with secondary school certificate, in
working in the private sector, to “social status” with
27.1%, “other reasons” with 26.3% and “sex mixing”
with 17.1%.

On the other hand, statistics indicated that 42.2% of
unemployed Qataris with less than secondary school
certificate were willing to take a training in craft while
57.8% of them were unwilling to do so.

It is worth mentioning that 88.5% of unemployed
Qataris had not been offered a job in the private sector
although 50.9% of them expressed their wish to work
in that sector.

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Survey description

1. Survey extent

The target population for the labor force survey was all Qatari and non-Qatari households in the state. This
included persons living in regular households as well as in collective households. Collective households are
groups of unrelated persons sharing living arrangements in a residential unit, such as labor camps, students in
dormitories, nurses in hospitals, and others. The survey covered both small collective households (consisting of
less than 7 persons) and large collective households. Short period accommodations, such as hotels, were kept
out of the scope of the survey.

2. Reference period

1-Reference period for questionnaire data collection: This relates to the availability of the individuals
in the household on survey night (April, 2012).

2-Reference period for the labor force data: This is the week prior to the reference-period at the moment
of the survey.

3. Topics covered

The survey measured the key labor force statistics: Economically active population, employment and un-
employment as well as relevant demographic, social and economic variables including sectors, economic
activities, occupations, educational levels... etc. In addition to the key topics, the survey also made
inquiries into: income, hours and type of work for the employees, current and previous occupation,
economic activity, employment status, work stability, reasons for working part-time, secondary work
(multiple jobs) length and methods of looking for job, reasons for unemployment or not seeking work,
desire and readiness for work or for training to work and other variables. In addition, the survey explored
the methods previously used by employed Qataris (less than 25 years old) to get their current jobs and
the reasons of unemployed Qataris for not seeking jobs in the private sector.
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Survey implementation

The labor force survey estimates for 2012 were based on sampling with probability proportional to size method
composed of 6895 households and 37629 individuals, distributed as shown in the table below. A geographic
frame, based on the counting blocks of the 2010 population census, was applied. In addition, independent
samples were drawn, as Probability Sample Units (PSUs), composed of one or more of the census counting
blocks. The sampling units were distributed on the basis of four categories:

1. Qatari households.

2.Non-Qatari households(not collective).

3. Small collective households (2-6 persons).

4. Large collective households (7 persons or more).
